Fatal accident occurs on Schofield

SCHOFIELD BARRACKS---A 19-year-old male soldier died of chest injuries last night following a single car accident here at approx. 7:50 p.m.


The soldier was driving the vehicle and he was pronounced dead on the scene.    There was a male passenger, also a soldier, in the vehicle who was taken to Tripler Army Medical Center for minor injuries, and was treated and released.


The accident occurred in the vicinity of the intersection of Lyman and Trimble Roads when the four-door Honda struck a chain link fence.
