Kawaihae to PTA

On Oct. 29 starting at approximately 8:30 a.m. one convoy of ten vehicles departs Kawaihae. 

On Nov. 2 at approximately 11 a.m. four serials of about eight vehicles each departs Kawaihae. A total of 34 vehicles will be convoying.  
On Nov. 5 two serials of about 15 vehicles each will depart Kawaihae. A total of 30 vehicles, will convoy.
PTA to Kawaihae
On Nov 1, three serials of approximately ten vehicles each will depart PTA at approximately 9 a.m. A total of 30 vehicles with 22 trailers will be convoying.
On Nov 4 one ten-vehicle serial departs PTA at approximately 3 p.m.
PTA to Hilo

A separate convoy of four vehicles from the US Army Reserve based in Hilo will depart PTA on Oct. 30 at approximately 3:30 p.m.
