**** FACT SHEET: Media and Deployed Soldiers ****

The deployment of units and soldiers from the 25th Infantry Division and U.S. Army Hawaii from Schofield Barracks to Iraq and Afghanistan causes major changes in our public affairs office’s ability to provide responses to queries from media concerning units and individual soldiers. This media advisory is intended to inform media representatives of these changes and prevent misunderstandings prior to any incidents or events that may involve units or soldiers from Hawaii.

Once units and soldiers depart Hawaii, they come under the operational control of the U.S. Central Command (CENTCOM), the combatant command in charge of operations in Iraq and Afghanistan.  CENTCOM’s website - http://www.centcom.mil/ - has a wealth of information such as news releases, photo galleries as well as news and feature stories.  More specifically, units and soldiers deploying to Iraq fall under the control of Combined Joint Task Force – 7 (CJTF-7); those deploying to Afghanistan, Combined Joint Task Force – 180 (CJTF-180).  Only the public affairs offices at these combined joint task forces will be authorized and able to answer specific questions about the status of units and soldiers from the 25th Infantry Division and U.S. Army Hawaii.

The 25th Infantry Division (Light) and U.S. Army Hawaii Public Affairs Office will be able to address questions about the family members and soldiers who have remained in Hawaii.

Should there be casualties, the Office of the Secretary of Defense for Public Affairs will issue an initial news release acknowledging that combat fatalities have occurred, to include numbers, if known.  That office will also issue a follow-up news release with names, age, unit and hometowns of individual casualties 24 hours after notification of next of kin has been completed.  These news releases are posted on www.defenselink.mil/releases/.  You may choose to sign up to get them via email by visiting http://www.defenselink.mil/news/subscribe.html and selecting news releases.  Under rules established by the Department of Defense, the 25th Infantry Division (Light) and U.S. Army Hawaii Public Affairs Office will NOT be able to release any casualty information beyond that released by the Department of Defense.
