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U.S. Army Joins Efforts to Protect Pūpūkea-Paumalū Land on Oahu's North Shore
Honolulu, HI  --  U. S. Army Garrison Hawaii today entered an agreement with the Trust for Public Lands (TPL) to cooperate in efforts to protect the 1,129-acre Pūpūkea-Paumalū  property adjacent to the Army's Kahuku Training Area.
The agreement calls for the Army to assist TPL, the North Shore Community Land Trust, the State of Hawaii and the City and County or Honolulu in a plan to purchase and protect the North Shore land parcel.
"This is beneficial for the Army and for the people of Hawaii," said Colonel David Anderson after the signing.  “The Army can contribute the conservation effort without actually owning the land.  We only want this special area to be protected forever."
The Army is interested in limiting development adjacent to training areas on Oahu, and in setting aside areas for the conservation of native plant and animal habitat outside Army lands.

Under the agreement, the Army plans a $3 million contribution toward the land purchase from the federal Army Compatible Use Buffer Program.
