ARMY TO DETONATE UNEXPLODED ORDNANCE AT MAKUA

SCHOFIELD BARRACKS, HI -- A 1,000-pound bomb and two other pieces of

ordnance will be detonated during on Thursday, June 3, in the Army’s Makua Valley Range Complex.
A section of Farrington Highway fronting Makua Valley, along with Makua Beach
will be closed from 6 a.m. to 8 a.m. for the disposal of the ordnance.
In addition, the Kuokala Trail near the Kaena Point Satellite Tracking Station will be closed by the State Department of Land and Natural Resources for the entire day as a precautionary measure.
The Army will work closely with Department of Land and Natural Resources, Honolulu Police Department and Oahu Civil Defense officials on this operation.
