1,000 Pound Bomb Detonation Declared Success

Army explosive ordnance disposal experts successfully detonated three World War II explosives today including a 1,000-pound bomb in Makua Military Reservation. 

The 1,000 pound bomb was lodged in a Panapohaku streambed on the valley's north ridge, approximately one mile from Farrington Highway.   

The other two pieces of ordnance detonated were a 500- and a 100-pound bomb situated in a streambed that was well within the installation boundaries.

The Army cleared the ordnance as part of continuing efforts to reduce the risk to soldiers training in the valley as well as the community members accessing cultural sites. 
The Army worked with the community to prepare the site for the ordnance disposal by clearing culturally significant items from the area and emplacing protective measures such as sand bags and plywood around sites that could not be moved.
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
