

Q.  What is the effect on BAH & COLA for families where the family leaves Hawaii while their spouse is deployed (not Early Return of Dependents)? i.e., family goes back to stay with grandparents in Boston, but leaves household goods in quarters or off post housing.

A.  No change in BAH.  If residing in government quarters...BAH is the same  - $0.  If off-post, BAH remains at the w/ dependent rate.  COLA decreases to COLA without dependents.  
Q.  Are there any time parameters associated with this?  Gone for 90 days, COLA and/or BAH reverts to where they are physically present.

A.  No time limit.  BAH remains the same prior to the Soldier deploying

Q.  What if a single soldier moves out of his off post housing and puts his stuff in storage.

A.  BAH at the single rate continues unless Soldier is assigned to the barracks prior to deploying.  If assigned to the barracks, the Soldier receives 'rebate' BAH - the barracks rate for BAH. If a Soldier moves from the barracks to off-post prior to deployment, the Soldier is entitled to BAH without dependents.  Keep in mind, only E7 & above are automatically authorized to reside off-post.  All ranks below E7 (who are single) must obtain a Statement of Non-availability (SNA) from Housing.
Q.  What if the family moves out of their off post housing, puts their stuff in storage, and relocates to the grandparents in Boston without an Early Return of Dependents order?
A.  BAH w/ dependent continues at the Hawaii rate.
Q.  Will the Army store HHGs & continue BAH?

A.  Yes, if there are no dependents/ i.e. Soldier is single (lives on or off-post).  BAH - continues at the rate the Soldier draws prior to deployment.
Q.  What is the probability that BAH will get shut off for off-post personnel with no dependents who have their HHGs stored at government expense while we are deployed?

A.  BAH at the single rate continues as long as the Solider is not assigned a barracks room.  If a room is assigned, the Soldier is entitled to barracks rate BAH - 'rebate'.
