Prior to your arrival, you should make reservations with the Inn at Schofield Barracks
at (808) 624-9650 or Tripler Guest House at (808) 839-2336. If both locations are
unable to accommodate you, the Inn at Schofield Barracks will provide you with a
Statement of Non-Availability (SNA) upon arrival and a list of authorized alternate
locations. You have the option to stay at alternate government housing or local hotel
lodging. You will need a SNA prior to choosing alternate lodging, or you may be
limited in the amount you will be reimbursed for travel. If you are an
unaccompanied Sergeant (E5) or below, you will be provided a barracks room on
Schofield Barracks. When you arrive at the Honolulu International Airport, please sign
in with the Replacement Detachment desk located between Baggage Claim areas F
and G. You will need your leave form and five copies of your orders.

Please make sure to communicate your arrival time and travel accommodations to
your sponsor. It is our intent that all new Cacti Soldiers be met at the airport by their
sponsors.

Your assignment to Hawaii will be one of your most memorable military tours. The
